It is a 
place where they get plenty to eat, lots of loving 
attention, and hear the message of God’s love for 
them. 
 Of course we hope we have an impact on 
the lives of the campers God sends our way, but 
seeing them only once a year, we sometimes 
wonder: What happens to our kids the other 51 
weeks of the year? Do they have regular contact 
with other Christians? So, we asked them: “Do you 
attend church?” 

One boy’ answered, “Yes, Camp Stoney is 
my Church!”
